Message from Rabbi Mike Lotker 
 
Why Is the Water in the 
Teakettle Boiling?    
And the Meaning of Life. 
 
I hope this title caught your 
attention.  It is a wonderful 
example illustrating how 
one can be both a rational, logical scientist and a 
spiritual believer at the same time.  This is the 
example I always use when I am asked how I can be 
both a physicist and a rabbi.  It is drawn from a 
marvelous small book called God’s Universe by 
Owen Gingerich (Harvard University Press, 2006). 
 
Here’s the situation.  In your kitchen, the water in the 
teakettle is boiling.  Why?  If you’re like me, the first 
answer coming to your mind will have to do with heat 
from burning gas raising the temperature of the water 
to the boiling point making the water boil.  If you 
remember your high school or college Chemistry (and 
want to show off a little), you might get more 
technical, describing the increased motion of the 
molecules, the partial pressure of water vapor and so 
on.  However detailed you get, this is one, true reason 
why the water is boiling. 
 
But there is another true reason.  It’s because you 
want some tea! 
 
The first answer is what Aristotle called an efficient 
cause, an explanation of how the specific 
phenomenon takes place.  The second answer, 
because you want tea, is the final cause: the reason 
the phenomenon takes place.  Please note that we 
don’t have to insist that one of the reasons is wrong 
for the other one to be correct.

And so it is with the creation of the universe and the 
world as we find it.  Why is there a universe?  Why is 
there life on earth?  How and why have human beings 
evolved into the marvels that we are?  One answer, 
the efficient cause, lies in the world of my old career 
as a scientist.  Creation came to be through the Big 
Bang and humanity came to be through Darwinian 
Evolution.  But that’s not the whole story.  Many of 
us are interested in the “final cause” of the creation of 
the universe and of humanity.  This is the world of 
my current career – that of being your rabbi. 
 
Our wonderful universe, which seems so perfectly 
designed for creation of life and even of humanity, 
exists because a Creator wanted it to exist.  This is a 
belief not a scientific fact just as we might argue that 
your desire for tea is not a scientific fact – perhaps the 
water is boiling because you have the flu and you 
wanted some moisture in the air.   
 
This does not prove God’s existence.  But it does 
prove that God’s existence, as a final cause of the 
universe, does not require us to suspend our belief in 
science.  It also leaves unanswered the question of 
why God wanted a physical universe and why God 
wanted people.  One traditional rabbinic answer is 
that God wanted people because God loves stories.   
 
I wish you many happy hours of exploration and 
learning in the complementary worlds of science and 
religion.  And I do hope you spend a few of them  and 
your own life stories, with me.

Library News

 Have you ever wondered how a new book finds its way to a shelf in our library?  I am 
constantly trolling for interesting books, checking the various Jewish periodicals that appear in 
our home, keeping my ears cocked for recommendations from friends, etc.  But our latest 
acquisition found its own way into my email inbox. 
  
 A dear friend sent a fascinating report about McDonald Street in Netanya.  No, this is not 
a tribute to the migration of the Golden Arch to the Promised Land.  A predominantly elderly ex-
pat community of Americans and Brits who have settled in this seaside Israeli town call their 
Orthodox synagogue “McDonald’s,” but most do not have the vaguest idea who McDonald was 
and why their enclave should be named for him.  
 
 I was greatly intrigued with the story behind “Advocate for the Doomed.”   James Grover 
McDonald was the very first United States ambassador to the new State of Israel.  But he 
deserved recognition for much more than that.  I quote the excerpt from the Jerusalem Post sent 
by my correspondent:  “He kept a diary which recorded his meetings with some of the history-
making personalities of the 1930s, and his activities on behalf of the Jews back in the ‘30s when 
no one would listen.  His diary, which was never intended for publication, was dictated to his 
secretary at the end of each day, as he considered himself a better speaker than a writer. 
 
 “In a number of key diplomatic posts he had access to the highest levels of government in 
Europe and the United States.  The diaries, which began in 1922, record events up to 1936.  In 
his capacity as the League of Nations high commissioner for refugees from 1933 to 1935, he saw 
firsthand what the Nazis were plotting, and believed, long before many German Jews had 
internalized the threat, that Hitler would destroy European Jewry. 
 
 “So convinced was he that the Jews were marked for destruction in Germany that he 
appealed to the international community to help settle them outside the Reich, but had very little 
success.  In December 1935, he resigned in protest at the lack of support for his work.  Later he 
played a role in the creation of Israel acting as an intermediary between the Truman 
administration and the founding fathers.” 
 
 What an amazing man!  He had been on conversational terms with so many personalities 
of his times:  Cardinal Pacelli (the future Pope Pius XII), Hitler, Roosevelt, and Chaim 
Weizmann among others.  After he retired as ambassador to Israel, McDonald remained a 
devoted Zionist, helping to sell Israel Bonds and unfailing in his support of  the State.   
 
 This is indeed a man deserving of a street, a synagogue, and an entire community as a 
fitting memorial to one of Israel’s greatest friends.  So hurry in to the Temple Library and treat 
yourself to a peek into this very juicy chunk of living history – McDonald’s actual diaries, 
“Advocate for the Doomed.”

One of my favorite movies is “Pretty Woman,” a mode rn 
Cinderella story.  Julia Roberts plays Vivian, a be autiful 
prostitute, and Richard Gere plays Edward, a rich 
businessman who hires her to attend some social eve nts 
with him while he is doing business in Los Angeles.   There is 
a scene in the movie that I just love.  They are bo th 
dressed to “the nines” and standing in the elevator , 
about to go out for the evening.  She is dressed in  a long 
red dress, hair done; she is wearing beautiful diam onds, 
and she is absolutely glowing.  He is standing next  to her.  
She has no idea he is about to take her in a limous ine, 
then on a jet, to San Francisco, to see an opera. 
 

She turns to him and says, “In case I forget later,  I just want to tell you what a good 
time I had tonight.”  She smiles and looks back to the elevator doors.   
 

What a beautiful thing to say.  Imagine what that m ight be like, to go out to dinner, 
to a movie, to spend time with someone, perhaps to Thanksgiving dinner, and 
begin with the idea that you’re grateful for such a  wonderful time you’re going to 
have.  Imagine what it would be like to be with suc h a person. 
 

During Sukkot we traditionally read Kohelet, Eccles iastes, and most know the line, 
“Vanity, vanity, all is vanity!”  Kohelet goes on t o explain that while we labor and 
toil, the generations come and go, and the earth re mains the same.  I think that 
what we might take from this, is, well, we live and  we die, so why not enjoy the time 
that we do have here?  How can I make the most of t he time I have here?  What 
can I give of myself? 
 

I think it takes inner courage to declare at the ou tset, “Wow, this is going to be 
great!”  It is risking something.  What if it doesn ’t turn out?  What if I’m wrong?   
 

It is so easy to hold back and wait to see if somet hing turns out, to meet our 
expectations, to see if something indeed works or w orks out as well as we expect, 
and hold back in judgment.   If we wait until after , we can be right either way – we 
had a good time, as everything worked out, or, ah, it wasn’t so good and one 
might even complain. 
 

What we don’t often realize is that our expectation s color our experiences.  If we sit 
in judgment, seeing if what is going on measures up , we’re sitting back, observing, 
not really immersed in the experience.  We’ve dista nced ourselves, and cannot truly 
allow ourselves to experience the moment, the activ ity, the event.  We don’t often 
realize the power we have over our own self and how  we are with others when we 
approach situations, events, and life itself with e xpectations that we may not even 
realize we have.  But we do have the power to begin  to observe our judgments and 
expectations, and even to shape them.  
 

What a gift it would be to ourselves and to others,  if we could be a little like Vivian in 
Pretty Woman.  What if we said more often, “Wow, th is is going to be great!”  After 
all, as it says in Kohelet, “Vanity, vanity, all is  vanity!”  We might as well enjoy life and 
all that it has to offer.
